Individual courses are graded on a scale of 18-30:  

18/23=adequate;  

24/26=satisfactory; 

27/28=good;  

29/30=very good;  

30+lode=outstanding.  

The maximum final university grade is 110. For exceptional students the degrees 

may be awarded cum laude. 

ECTS credits: 

1 full academic year = 60 credits 

1 semester = 30 credits 

1 term/trimester = 20 credits 

Language 

Courses 

For students taking part in international programmes, the university organizes 

extensive and intensive Italian language courses.  

Attendance of the Italian language courses for exchange students is free for one 

course every semester. Students have to pay about 50 euro if: 

enrolling for the second time in a course not passed before or in which the 

absence was more than 75% of the lessons; 

attending other language courses offered by CIAL, except if the courses are 

required by the study plan.
